Membership for Lincoln County Horseman Association

Guidelines:
	In order to be eligible for year-end awards exhibitor must be a member of LCHA in good standing and show the same horse in three (3) shows per division at the Ponderosa.  Points are accumulated from membership date (date membership is paid). Points are calculated on horse and rider combination. 
· Points received in open classes will be counted toward the member’s individual points group. (i.e. youth shows in open class and places, those points are counted toward their youth year end points)
· Membership entitles you to use of grounds.  Members will be given the gate code for entry into grounds upon payment of membership fee.  (restroom code is not included)  You may use equipment such as jumps, barrels, trail items but they MUST be returned to their original place once you finish. 
· Please be sure the entry gate is locked if you are the last member on the grounds to leave.
· Current Annual Negative Coggins Required (originals) and must be presented at registration at every show. 
· No alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs are allowed on the show grounds. 
· Age/Points groups: Pee Wee (10 and Under), Youth 1 (11-13), Youth 2 (14-18), Amateur (Over 18), Open (Over 18 Non-Amateur) 
· For horse show purposes, the age of the individual on January 1st of that year shall be maintained throughout the entire year. (Example: An individual with a birthday in July, and is 10 years of age on January 1st, must show throughout the entire year as a 10 yr old.)
· Anyone exhibiting disruptive or inappropriate behavior will be asked to leave the show grounds. 
· Unsportsmanlike conduct can result in loss of points earned daily / yearly and possibly be removed from the show grounds.
· The judge’s decisions are final; please show respect for their decisions at all times. 
· Proper show attire and Tack required unless specified by the judge. 
· Helmets are required for all over fences classes, practice, and riders under the age of 16 for barrels and games.
· No refunds for scratched, missed, or cancelled classes.
· Lunging of horses in the show arena must be completed by 1 hour prior to show time start. 
· LCHA reserves the right to add or cancel classes.  Large classes may be split into heats based on show committee/judge’s discretion. 
· Jumps will be available in the upper practice arena for practice beginning by 8:00 am on show day.  Practice time will not be given before the jumping class starts. 

Membership
· $60/family (immediate family only, living in the same household).
· $30/individual.
· $15.00 discount off show bill for each segment worked on show day. Must sign up in advance to get $15.00 discount otherwise discount will be $10.00, only if needed.
· Parents and legal guardians can work for peewees on show day.
· Parent may work for youth on show day.
· Same physical address required by all family members.

· All membership terms are from 1/1 thru 12/31 with annual renewal required.
